Municipal and industrial forced sewers have long been
neglected due to the difficulty of cleaning them via traditional
means. Pipeline pigging is a method of cleaning the inside of
an existing pressure pipe to remove debris and tuberculation
thus increasing hydraulic capacity and reducing energy cost by
forcing a specially calibrated polyurethane “pig” through the
length of the pipeline. Pipelines of virtually any size and length
can be cleaned using the pigging process and often increases
in flows of 200-300 percent are seen. With the cost of energy
steadily increasing and budgets steadily decreasing, pigging of
municipal forced sewer mains can often pay for itself in energy
savings and extended pumping system life.
